RANCH/LIVE COVER CONTRACT
This STALLION BREEDING CONTRACT for the breeding season of 2006, made and entered into on this________day of ________, 20___, is by and between REBECCA WOOD & LOT'A WOOD RANCH, hereinafter designated Stallion Owner, and____________________________, hereinafter designated Mare Owner. Mare Owner agrees to breed the Mare________________________, Reg No.__________________, to the Stallion  JEWELS N KINGS #3358598 for a Stud Fee of $500.00, for a live foal, subject to the following conditions:

1. A booking fee of $100.00 of the above fee is payable with this contract and the balance of $400.00 will be paid upon the mare leaving the ranch or the mare being pronounced safe in foal, whichever comes first. The booking fee is non-refundable. 

2. Mare, and foal, if applicable, will be vaccinated and wormed as deemed necessary by our veterinarian at Mare Owner's expense. It is recommended mares be wormed and vaccinated within 60 days of entering the farm, so that this is not required.

3. The State of Idhao requires a current negative Coggins test on mares coming from outside Idaho. 

4. The Mare Owner shall agree that each mare offered for breeding shall be in sound breeding condition and free from infection or disease. 

5. The Stallion Owner agrees to diligently try and settle the above named mare and shall have sole discretion of determining the best method of breeding such mare. If, however, the mare does not settle, the Stallion Owner shall be held harmless. 

6. Live Foal Guarantee. Live foal means the foal shall stand and nurse. It is understood if the mare proves barren, aborts her foal or if the foal is stillborn, a return season will be guaranteed for the 2006 breeding season, providing notification is given.   Booster Rhinopneumonitis vaccinations must be administered as indicated by the individual drug manufacturer as the mare progresses through her pregnancy. Failure to do this will void live foal guarantee. 

7. The breeding season in force for this contract shall begin March 1, 2006 and close July 30, 2006. 

8. It is further agreed that If the above named mare dies, during or before the breeding season then the Mare Owner may substitute another mare for the 2006 season or the 2007 season only.

9. If,  JEWELS N KINGS should die or become unfit to breed before or during  the breeding season, stud fees paid shall be returned, or the mare may breed to another stud on the ranch if desired.

10. A breeder's certificate will be issued to Mare Owner after ALL expenses have been paid in full and upon notification of the birth of the foal. 

11. Waiver of Liability. It is understood that REBECCA WOOD & LOT'A WOOD RANCH, its owners, employees, veterinarians, and guests shall not be held liable for any injury, escape, disability, or death of any horse, mare or foal,  on its premises.   The above named Mare Owner, whose horse(s) are under the care of REBECCA WOOD & LOT'A WOOD RANCH will not be liable or responsible for any damage, injury, or death to the breeding farm stallions, employees, veterinarians, or other animals In the care of REBECCA WOOD & LOT'A WOOD RANCH, whether or not caused by his horse. 

12. This contract is non-assignable and non-transferable. 

13. This contract is entered into the State of Idaho, and will be interpreted and enforced under the laws of Idaho. . 

14. This contract represents the entire agreement between the parties. No other agreements, promises, verbal or implied, are included unless specifically stated in this written Contract. The original contract will be kept on file at LOT'A WOOD RANCH and a copy provided for Mare Owner. When Mare Owner and Stallion Owner have signed this Contract, it will then be binding on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.

RULES FOR STALLION SERVICE
A. The Stud Fee for JEWELS N KINGS is $500.00. The Booking Fee of $100.00 is due with the signed STALLION SERVICE CONTRACT. Mares should be booked early.

B. A Copy of the MARE'S REGISTRATION PAPERS (both sides) must also be included with the signed Contract along with a completed REPRODUCTIVE HISTORY QUESTIONNAIRE contained in Enclosure 1.

C. Balance of Stud Fee, $400.00, is due when the mare is pronounced safe in foal or leaves the Lot'a Wood Ranch.

D. All other fees and expenses, such as mare care, will be billed on a monthly basis. A finance charge of 1.5% of the unpaid balance will be charged on all balances remaining due past thirty (30) days.

E. Live Foal Guarantee: If the Mare does not produce a live foal in 2007, a rebreed will be allowed for the same mare or a substitute mare for the 2007 season only.

F. Mare care for the 2006 season shall be $5. Per day dry mare, $6 per day wet mares.  Board shall be in Panel pens, 12 x 14 for dry mares and 12 x 24 for wet mares.  Alfalfa hay shall be fed twice daily unless otherwise requested.  A mineral salt block will be provided and Fresh water at all times.  Additional feed/grain can be arranged.

G. ALL MARES MUST BE HALTER BROKE.
